2.This form will state the work to be carried out, as well as the date of submitting and opening tenders and the time allowed for
carrying out the work; also the amount of earnest money to be deposited with the tender, and the amount of performance
guarantee to be deposited by the successful tenderer(s). Copies of the specifications, designs and drawings and any other
documents required in connection with the work signed for the purpose of identification by the Officer inviting tender shall also
be open for inspection by the contractor at the office of Officer inviting tender during office hours.

3.In the event of the tender being submitted by a firm it must be signed by the authorized signatory.

8.The memorandum of work tendered for and the schedule of materials to be supplied by BSNL shall be filled and completed in
the office of the Officer inviting tender before the tender form is issued.

9.The tenderer shall sign a declaration under the officials Secret Act, 1923 for maintaining secrecy of the tender documents
drawings or other records connected with the work given to them. The unsuccessful tenderers shall return all the drawings
given to them.

10. All rates shall be quoted on the tender form only.

11. Procedure for dealing with ambiguities in rates: if on check there are differences between the rates given by the contractor in
words and in figures or in amount worked out by him, the following procedure shall be followed:-

12. The tender for the work shall not be witnessed by a contractor or contractors who himself/ themselves has/have tendered or
who may and has/have tendered for the same work. Failure to observe this condition would render, tenders of the contractors
tendering, as well as witnessing the tender, liable to summary rejection.

18. The contractor shall comply with all by laws and regulations of the local and statutory authorities having jurisdiction over the
works and shall be responsible for payment of all fees and other charges and giving and receiving all necessary notices and
keep the Engineer —in-charge informed about the notices issued and received.

19. The contractor shall indemnify the department against all claims in respect of patent rights design, trademark or name of
other protected rights in respect of any plant, machine, work or materials used for or in connection with the works or temporary
works and from and against all claims demands, proceedings, costs, charges and expenses whatsoever in respect of or in
relation thereto. The contractor shall defend all actions arising from such claims and shall himself pay all royalties, License
fees, damages , costs and charges of all and every sort that may be legally incurred in respect hereof shall be borne by the
contractor.

20. All liabilities / penal recoveries on matters arising out of tax/excise /levies such as incorrect deductions discrepancies in the
filing of returns, revised assessments by the concerned authorities etc, shall be borne by the contractor.

21. Rates quoted by the contractor shall be firm and shall be valid for the currency of contract. No cost escalation shall be
permitted during the currency of contract.

Scope of Maintenance:

METHODOLOGY

After the completion period is over, the agency will hand over the installation in a
healthy and free from defects condition.

A complaint book as per Annexure-Il shall be kept at site by the firm and the firm shall
update the same by submission of service reports. Necessary complaints will be
registered by Building In-charge/SDE(E)/JTO (E)/Users concerned and entries will be
made by him according to the service reports with due verification.

At the start of each month, the firm in consultation with SDE (E) concerned shall
prepare a programme for preventive maintenance to be carried out during the month
as per Annexure-lll. The actual maintenance carried out shall be recorded in
Annexure-1V at the end of each month OR AMC agency may submit service reports for
individual lift monthly.
